
University Motto and Seal
The motto and seal of Neumann University aptly demonstrate its ideals.

The motto Veritas-Caritas receives its origin from Paul’s admonition to the Ephesians:
“Rather, let us profess the truth in love, and grow to the full maturity of Christ the Head”
(Ephesians 4:15). It expresses a dedication to principles formative of mind and heart.

The concept is likewise found in the seal, which is highlighted by the GOSPEL BOOK
surmounted by the CHI-RHO, representative of Christ, the Source of All Truth and 
Truth itself.

The TAU (Greek letter T), supporting the Gospel Book, was often used by St. Francis of
Assisi. For him, it was a symbol of the cross and salvation; for us, it becomes a challenge to
live a life rooted in Christ.

The CROWN, encircling the Tau, symbolizes Mary, Queen and Mother, placed before us as
a model of the virtues embodied in the Mission of Neumann University.

The GLOBE is significant of the scope of influence possible to those involved in the 
educational process at Neumann University.

The whole is enclosed in the traditional Franciscan symbol, the KNOTTED CORD,
expressive of the vowed dedication of the Sisters of St. Francis of Philadelphia, the founders
of Neumann University.

From New York
Route I-95 South. Follow directions from
Philadelphia.

From Maryland/Washington, D.C.
Route I-95 North. Follow directions from Delaware.

From Pittsburgh
Pennsylvania Turnpike East on Route 76 to 
Route 476 South (Blue Route). Follow directions
from Route 476 (Blue Route).

From Northern New Jersey
New Jersey Turnpike South to exit 2, Route 322
West. Follow directions from Southern New Jersey.

From Route 476 (Blue Route) 
North or South on 476 to Exit 5 (US 1; Springfield/
Lima exit). US 1 South to left at Route 452 to five
points intersection. Right onto Concord Road to
University entrance, 1/2 mile on the right.

From Philadelphia
I-95 South to Exit 2, Route 452 North. Right on 452
to five points intersection. Left on Concord Road to
University entrance, 1/2 mile on right.

From West Chester
Route 202 South to Route 1 North. North on 
Route 1 to Route 452 South. Right on Route 452,
right on Concord Road to University entrance, 
1/2 mile on the right.

From Delaware
I-95 North to Exit 2 (Route 452 exit).  Left at end 
of exit onto 452 North. Follow to five points
 intersection. Left on Concord Road to University
entrance 1/2 mile on right. Or, North on Foulk Road
to Concord Road, right on Concord Road, 1 1/4 miles
to University entrance.

From Southern New Jersey
Route 322 West across Commodore Barry
Bridge. Take Route 322 West to Route 452 North.
North on Route 452 to five points intersection.
Left on Concord Road to University entrance, 
1/2 mile on right.

Five points intersection is created by the

 intersection of Concord Road, Route 452 (Pennell

Road), and Knowlton Road.
